Key Information for Stallholders

Grounds open at 9:30am for setup.

Unless otherwise agreed, vehicles must be removed from the school grounds by 12:00pm
and may not return until after 5:00pm.

Stallholders must park in the free Bells Hill Recreation Ground car park and re-enter via the
side entrance. The school car park is reserved for judges and disabled drivers only.

In poor weather, vehicles may be restricted from the grassed showground; unloading may
be required from the school car park.

Stall fee: £30, Pitch size 3m x 3m, including one 6ft trestle table, two chairs, and entry for
two stallholders. We recommend bringing a gazebo is recommended, but this must not
exceed the pitch size.

Local charity stalls: £10, including table and two chairs.

Stall acceptance is at the discretion of the Committee.

No raffles, tombolas, lucky dips, or food and drink stalls for consumption on site.

We kindly ask stallholders not to bring dogs.
